This course is an introduction to human sexuality and relationships. Some of the topics
WE WILL discuss include: sexual research, anatomy, gender, sexual orientation, diversity,
love, communication, sexual behavior, STDs/STls and health, pregnancy and childbirth,
contraception, abortion, sexual dysfunctions and treatment, atypical sexual behavior,
sexual coercion, and the commercialization of sex. We still study diversity directly, and it
will also be woven throughout the other topics in the course.

Extreme Circumstances: Incomplete Grade

end of the semester, giving them additional time to complete the course. Students must
meet ALL THREE of the following criteria in order to receive an Incomplete:

e the student provides documentation of circumstances beyond their control (such as
serious illness, death in the family, or change of employment) that prevent them
from completing the course;

e the student is passing the course at the time of the request; and

* the student has completed a substantial portion (at least 3/4) of the course.
